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Buildings and Grounds  
Over the 2015-2016 summer holiday break the older school buildings were completely 
re-roofed, finally putting an end to our many years of leaking! We had increased 
wireless access points installed and a new kitchen area built in the Year 3 block for 
students and staff to use. Our wonderful gardeners continued to add their touch in

The P&C continue to fund school 
activities, much needed resources and upgrades and effectively manage a successful 
school canteen.

Sharon runs an activity program at lunch time in the Art Room for 
students. In addition she runs our breakfast program with the support of Foodbank 
and the P&C which now feeds either breakfast, lunch or morning tea/crunch and sip 
for up to 60 students a day.  
 

 
 

The Western Australian Curriculum 
The Western Australian Curriculum implementation continues to roll out with new 
areas being implemented or phased in each year. English, Maths and Science are now 
fully implemented with History and Social Sciences and Health and Physical Education 
being implemented in full during 2017.  
 
English  
Throughout 2016 the school continued to increase funding of Education Assistants to

The success of these programs led to the decision of changing our whole school 
approach to spelling.  Over the 2016/17 summer holidays all staff committed to a four 
day professional learning. 
 

STEAM: Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts and Maths 
STEAM is a new area of focus within international curriculums as jobs change and a 
focus is on skills and creativity in the workforce. Waggrakine continues to foster 21st 
Century learning skills through the core subjects. The Departmentȭs Focus 2017 has a 
focus on STEM in the early years. During 2017 we aim to increase our focus in this 
area. 
 

Sports  
At the School Carnival we celebrated a win for Karra, the first win in at least 21 years 
with our records only going back that far. A great job for Karra. At the interschool 
carnival we won the handicap shield, a great effort!
