On Tuesday, 17 September at 9-11am our 

School Psychologist Graham Goodall-Smith 

and Senior School Psychologist Tonia Fahey 

will present a Triple P Parenting session at 

school in TA 19.  

The Triple P – Positive Parenting Program is a 

parenting and family support system 

designed to prevent – as well as treat – 

behavioural and emotional problems in 

children and teenagers. It aims to prevent 

problems in the family, school and 

community before they arise and to create 

family environments that encourage children 

to realise their potential. 

Practitioners introduce parents to the five 

key principles of positive parenting that form 

the basis of Triple P. These principles are: 

 Ensuring a safe engaging environment 

 Creating a positive learning environment 

 Using assertive discipline 

 Having reasonable expectations 

 Looking after yourself as a parent.
